Jesus Christ is the single grain of rice from Heaven to earth and after he goes through many 

trials on the Cross He produces much fruit for all to have eternal life. And each one of us is a 

single rice sprout from Him. Many times, we look more of Jesus as Easter and miss His Passion.
