Twenty-Fifth Sunday in Ordinary time 

What is most striking about the landowner is 

the relentless way he himself goes out to find 

laborers  (five times), his willingness to hire the 

“rejects,” and his desire to pay them a full day’s 

wage.  Jesus tells us that the Kingdom of heaven 

is like this landowner.  The love of heaven takes 

the initiative in seeking us out.  The love of 

heaven chooses us despite our utter unworthi-

ness.  And the love of heaven is lavish in its self-

gift to us.  To love the Kingdom of heaven is to 

love this landowner and the way he acts.  The 

temptation is for us to measure our life and “the 

way things should be” by a standard at odds 

with God.  Instead, “seek the Lord while he may 

be found, call him while he is near,” because, for 

us, “life is Christ.”
